Dear guests, we invited your to the launch of new edition of article by British journalist Lancelot Lawton entitled "The Ukrainian

question". This article is an important event for Ukraine and for all Ukrainians. I want to present you the historian Serhiy Kot, a senior
research associate at the Institute of the History of Ukraine, who prepared the article for publication.

Icmopuk

Good day. I'm glad to see you and I want to start with some information about Lancelot Lawton. He was born in December 24, in
1885 in Liverpool. Lancelot was British scientist, social activist and journalist and one of the founders and active participants of the
UK Anglo-Ukrainian Committee created in 1935. Lancelot Lawton was the British journalist who had no links with Ukraine. Lawton
freely joined the initiative of civic political figures in Great Britain, who wanted to encourage official London to establish closer
contacts with Ukraine. The British journalist included an enormous amount of information in his article. Written in a succinct style,
these materials can be called a course on the history and culture of Ukraine. When arguing why Ukraine should become an
independent state would unit its people living in various countries-Lawton uses a historical method. First of all, he attempts to prove
peculiarity of the Ukrainians most of all. He emphasizes the difference between Ukrainians and Russians, because most people in
Europe considered Ukrainians to be Russians. The knowledge of Ukraine and its history is obviously much deeper today, however, to
get acquainted with the Ukrainian question, Lawton*s notes certainly still hold their value. I worked with the whole group which
consisted of four people. Everybody of our group was interested in this point. Meet my friend and assistant, who worked out activity
of Anglo-Ukraine Committee, Vitaliy Dmytrenko.

It was very surprised for me that there were group of people, who were interested in Ukrainian question in Great Britain. The
Ukrainian nation is a reality that has at least a thousand years of authentic history. No other nation has ever fought as hard as the
Ukrainians to assert its independence. An Anglo-Ukrainian Committee has been formed in London in February 1935 to protect the
interests of the Ukrainian people. Its 14 members believed the situation of the Ukrainian in their ethnic territories of Eastern Europe to
be of great importance for the whole of Europe, and their aim was to bring this to the attention of the British public.” Ukrainian
nation is a reality. The chief problem in Europe to-day is the Ukrainian problem.” - said Lancelot Lawton. In May 1935 Lawton
presented his speech “The Ukrainian Question” in London in the House of Commons. And he started with the statement.

How do you do! Before starting my work I had read the whole article and understood that Lawton had underlined three key stages in
the process of building independent Ukrainian statehood I decided to do illustration for this period's.

The first of these periods was from the ninth to thirteenth century. It was Kievan “Russ”, there was a powerful and cultural nation, one
of foremost in Europe. The nation, known as the Rus, was the first Ukraine and its capital was Kiev. It was the true embryo of
Ukrainian nation. “Maintaining constant intercourse with foreign lands, it was a nation among nations, strong and respected” Lancelot
Lawton said.

Lawton considered the Cossack State to be the second period of Ukrainian independence. According to him, "This period also marked
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the full realization of Ukrainian nationality” “The intellectual attainments of Ukraine were high...” said Lancelot Lawton
The third period of Ukrainian independence is linked to the short time after World War First (Hetmanate,Ukrainian Directoy) Lawton
wrote that it was “...Proclaiming of Ukrainian independence and setting up a National Assembly”
«The Ukrainian Movement is democratic. It is impossible to crush it.»

While Lawton himself claims to be only an independent observer, his linking of the nation, which has been trying for centuries to
form an independent state, is more than obvious.

There are several thoughts in Lawton's presentation that have not lost their validity. Lancelot Lawton wrote that Ukraine
should become an independent state that would unite its people.

In 1991 Ukraine gained its sovereignty but it didn't become independent. It dependent and still depends on its northern
neighbor.

In 2004, Ukrainian attempted a more radical step on its path to the real independence and democracy — the Orange
Revolution. But the attempt has failed. Its failure does not imminently threaten Ukrainian independence but it has postponed its
achievement once again. It was in 2013- The Ukrainian Revolution “of dignity”. (Maidan Revolution of Dignity). We are still fighting
for our independence.
